INDIVIDUAL DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM GRANT FUND

Past State President Ruth Williams’ family honored her with a $500.00 gift at the close of her second year as BPW/Kansas President.  She has designated the funds to be used in $75.00 grants for presentation of Individual Development Programs at the local level.   

APPLICATION CRITERIA 

Any local Kansas BPW organization, or coalition of Kansas BPW local organizations, may apply for a grant from this fund.  
At least sixty (60) days before the date scheduled for the program, submit six (6) copies of the application to the Foundation president.  
The maximum amount for each grant will be for $75.00 or actual expenses, whichever is the least amount.   
The application should include:

· A schedule with date(s), time(s) and location(s) of Individual Development Program;
· Name of sponsoring organization(s) with address, phone number and email address of contact person; 

· Name, address, phone number and email address of ID instructor;
· Projected number of class members;
· List of names of presenters and section(s) of course covered, if other than ID instructor;
· A proposed budget for the ID course, including itemized anticipated expenditures, income and the amount being requested from the Foundation Grant program.

Funding is intended to augment, not replace funding from local sources.  After initial grants are approved, preference in awarding future grants may be given to organizations that have not previously applied.  
Upon completion of the ID Program, the applicant will send to the KBPWEF, Inc president a list of the individuals that completed the program, the name of the local ID representative (if there is one) who will be entering the next annual Kansas ID Competition, and statement of income and expenditures for the permanent record.  If the event is cancelled for any reason (unless beyond the control of the applicant), the grant shall be returned to the Foundation.
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
